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VolP Tie Line Analog Interface VI-4950

The VolP Tie Line (TL) Analog Interface forms part of a low cost tie line between two PABX or Key
Telephone systems.

The VolP TL Analog Interface connects a VolP analog POTS service to a PABX extension. A call to
the VolP analog port is automatically bridged through to the PABX extension and dial tone from the
PABX extension is obtained. The caller can then dial any extension on the PABX. When the caller
hangs up, a line reversal causes the link to release. Calls can also be made in the other direction ie.
from the PABX to the VolP POTS.

This unit does not require external power to operate and has the following connectors and indicator:

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The VolP Analog Interface has an internal eight-way dipswitch with the following possible selections:
